1. Call to order and introductions via Uberconference – brought by Steve Strohl shortly after 2 pm.
2. Welcome new members – brought by Steve.  Since our last meeting back in February, we’ve had some Board member and Committee changes. 
a. Sharon McCaslin has replaced Tom Peters who is now the President of the MOBIUS Board.
b. Christina Prucha replaced Renee Brumett with a term to expire in 2018.

c. Laura Rein has replaced Katie Marney with a term to expire in 2018.

3. Mailing lists – Steve reiterated that we have two e-mail lists; one for the committee and one for folks who are interested in our work.
a. comm-ils-market@lists.mobiusconsortium.org is for committee members only.

b. ils-market@lists.mobiusconsortium.org is the general list.

4. Adoption of the agenda – Steve brought the question, Jon Jones made the motion and Sharon seconded it.  Unanimous approval.

5. Approval of minutes from our second meeting, February 11th, 2016– will take place via e-mail after the meeting since we have a few folks who are new to the committee.
a. Note – previous minutes from February were mailed out after the meeting on 10/3/16.
6. Old Business

a. Marketplace Updates:
i. Sierra 2.3 was installed back in July on all servers – this should have full Sierra Web Circulation functionality but limited to five staff users.  The five staff user restriction should be lifted with the next release that should happen within the next 30-45 days.

1. Corrie mentioned that MERLIN has some concerns about the security of using Sierra Web.  

2. Steve Strohl mentioned that this should be more secure and easier to deploy and run (rather than the traditional Java client).

b. Survey:

i. Survey completed back in the spring that was more tailored to surveying the marketplace but never sent; time to re-focus (see new business).  

7. New Business 

a. ArticleReach update:
i. Steve mentioned that the first meeting with Innovative on the implementation of ArticleReach had taken place and that further details would be forthcoming from that committee.  

ii. Initial implementation to over 40 MOBIUS member libraries should be complete by the end of 2016.

b. MERLIN update:
i. Steve Strohl mentioned that there is no new update thus far to report.  We’re waiting on the official letter from MERLIN indicating that they are indeed going to be transitioning to a “Stand Alone” status on July 1 of next year (2017).  Official word has to be given to MOBIUS via a written letter by October 31, 2016.  We are operating under the assumption that this is going to happen.  Once we get their official letter, we’ll commence in formalizing the separation process as we move forward.
c. Other updates:

i. EBSCO had a meeting in May in Boston to talk about their open source initiative; the result of which is a core, academic-focused integrated library system built for the most current technology & methodology.  We should see an early version 1 by the end of 2016.  EBSCO has hired Chris Holly to be in charge of Service & Support; starting in October.

ii. A very early version of their code base has been released.

iii. Corrie mentioned that she thought this project was a positive thing for the profession and that it merited following.

d. Path forward:

i. Identifying Needs

1. We talked about our focus – and how keeping tabs of what we want and need with Sierra as it evolves is key.

2. Sharon would like to see what conferences folks are attending in the future to make general inquiries of the various vendors who might be in attendance.  We’re not looking for a formal process; rather more of an informational, fact-finding opportunity.  

3. We would like to issue a survey “soon” before the end of the year.

4. Folks agreed that getting back together November 4th (Friday) at 2 pm to discuss the survey would be the way to go.

a. Steve sent out version of the survey from back in the spring.
ii. Potential (revised) member survey – what’s the focus?

1. Focus of the survey should be on likes/dislikes of features and functions.

2. Jon asked for and Steve will create a Google doc that folks will be able to use to drop question into it to edit and revise.
