· The meeting was called to order at 10:03am. 
· Adoption of the agenda – Julie moved to adopt the agenda without changes, Rhonda seconded and the motion was approved. 
· Approval of minutes - – Julie moved to adopt the minutes from the September meeting without changes, Rhonda seconded and the motion was approved.

· Information Items
· New Board Representative – The committee was informed that Christina Prucha took a position outside of MOBIUS and that our new Board Representative would be Susan Swogger of AT Still University. The committee members present each took turns introducing themselves. 

· New Business 
· Update on E-Resources Projects at MOBIUS
· Kanopy Trial: Christina provided a brief update of where things are with Kanopy. Demos were held last month for public and academic libraries and a trial is currently open through late January. The only real opportunity for savings with Kanopy is a shared implementation with 6 or more libraries. This would allow those libraries to share the cost of license triggers. There is still concern about the costs and budgeting for a PDA program like this. 
· SWANK: Looking into Swank was proposed as an alternative to Kanopy by a member library. Swank has a bit more flexibility when it comes to licensing and subscription models and may offer more predictability when it comes to cost, but is a very different platform. There was much discussion of the differences in content offered by the two platforms, with SWANK having more focus on feature film and Kanopy being more documentary. 
· Film Platform Checklist: After discussion of the differences between the platforms and their features, Rhonda proposed creating a document that would be a checklist of things to consider when evaluating film platforms. Rhonda agreed to create a Google Doc that she would then share with the committee so that each member could add their input. The committee would like to finalize this before the end of the Kanopy trial on January 20, 2019. 
· Discussion of promoting services provided by MOBIUS: There was much discussion of ways to better make members aware of MOBIUS offerings and services. Theresa indicated that it can be hard to look back for offers that have come out on the email lists and perhaps having something that lists all current offers in one place would be helpful (newsletter or what’s new page). Rhonda brought up the idea of doing reminders of offers in the E-Resources support meetings that were previously discussed. Susan discussed using social media or a blog reader to promote offers. The committee discussed needing to know if users are on social media and how something like that might be managed (by the committee or MCO staff). Julie suggested proposing a presentation for the MOBIUS conference where attendees could meet the members of the committee and learn more about the role of the committee in MOBIUS. It was suggested that other committees might want to participate and that this might help with recruitment of future members. 

· Discussion to host an online meeting during the Spring to facilitate eResource support: There is strong support among the group for this. Members felt that holding this in late February might be best as many libraries will be on Spring Break in March. Christina will create a doodle poll to determine the best date. 
· Old Business

· Update on journal and shared e-book packages from Wiley: Christina provided a brief update. There was no interest among existing subscribers in journals at this time, so we will look at that again next cycle. We are looking at a consortial evidence based acquisition ebook program. Wiley has sent preliminary information on the model and Christina will reach out to the membership to gauge interest soon.  
· Discussion of Support for Open Source ERM Systems: This was discussed with MOBIUS staff and is not something we are able to support at this time.
