· The meeting was called to order at 2:04pm
· Adopt – Holli Henslee moved to adopt the agenda with one addition from Sarah Mabee. Julie seconded the motion and the agenda was adopted by the group. 
· Approval of minutes - Holli Henslee moved to adopt the minutes from the February 2019 meeting. Julie seconded the motion and the minutes were approved by the group.

· Information Items 
· Christina Virden briefly discussed the committee mailing lists and webpage and how each are used. Holli encouraged committee members to share items of interest on the general e-resources discussion list. 

· As there are several new members of the committee, each member of the group provided a brief introduction and description of their experience with e-resources. 

· New Business 
· Update on E-Resources Projects at MOBIUS – Christina provided an update on current projects and offerings through MOBIUS.
· MOBIUS is currently investigating offering Kanopy as a shared collection. Talks are preliminary at this point. Christina is gathering a list of interested members to share with Kanopy to determine potential models. 

· The implementation of Sierra ERM is moving forward with 7 members participating the second round of the project. A complete documentation portal is now available on the MOBIUS website. 



· Current Fall offerings include products from Gale, Bloomsbury and Cambridge. 
· MOBIUS is investigating offering journal packages and shared e-book collections from Wiley. 

· The OverDrive group continues to grow with the addition of Baptist Bible College and Conception Abbey. 
· Discussion of e-resources survey results
· There was much discussion of the e-resources committee’s survey conducted early this year. It was noted that many of the products members indicated they would like through MOBIUS were already offered, indicating that we may need to reach out to members more about existing offerings so they are aware of what we already offer. This may also be an indication that some of these products are still priced too high for some of our members. 
· Some members also seemed unaware of services provided by MOBIUS such as batch loading of e-resources records and assistance with locating vendor contacts, and escalating technical issues. This may be something that needs additional promotion.
· Members would like more advance notice of titles scheduled for removed from the eMO Collections. 

· The group also really liked a suggestion for a support group for staff at member libraries who are new to e-resources management. It was suggested that this could be hosted by the committee, possibly as a periodic online meeting, to allow staff new to e-resources to interact with others who have more experience.  

· ERM Discussion – Sarah Mabee initiated a discussion about members using open source and third party ERM systems and whether it was possible for MOBIUS to support or provide guidance of any kind on this, particularly on hosting and software management. Christina indicated that she would discuss the issue with relevant MOBIUS staff. 

· Adjourn Meeting – The meeting was adjourned at 2:49pm with a plan to meet again during the first week of December. 
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
