1. Call to order and introductions – The meeting was called to order shortly after 11:00am by Lucy Wang. 
2. Adoption of the agenda – The agenda was adopted at 11:04 with no changes.

· Christina Virden briefly reminded the group about the committee mailing lists and webpage and how they are to be used. Members were encouraged to share items of interest on the general e-resources discussion list. 
5. New Business 


· Update on E-Resources Projects at MOBIUS – Christina provided a brief report on e-resources activities at the MOBIUS office: 
· ERM Implementation: This project is going well. A meeting was held with the libraries involved in the project to gather feedback and discuss concerns. Adrienne Detwiler and Christina Virden have created a detailed timeline for finishing the project. They have created additional documentation for several processes and are working on testing the coverage load features now. They still anticipating wrapping this project up in March of 2019.
· Offers: There are several active offers going on right now including EBSCO Archives Packages, Cambridge Companions Online, and a long term trial of the ACLS Humanities eBooks. Things to look out for include a webinar from the New York Times to provide a refresher on their site license program, a panel presentation at ACRL that will feature the MOBIUS Overdrive Collection, and an offer for R2, which is a health sciences eBook database from Rittenhouse. 

· Discussion of planned e-resources survey and how to proceed- Lucy led a discussion of the survey questions that had been developed by the group. It was noted that the questions were mostly open ended and there was some concern that this might impact the volume of response, but Theresa noted that the questions needed to be open ended as the list of products offered is quite large, and the nature of the information being sought lends itself to that format. The group discussed the timeline for sending the survey and which mailing lists to include. Stephanie expressed a preference for sending it out as soon as possible so that the data could be reported at the March 2019 Membership Meeting. Christina was tasked with inputting the questions into Survey Monkey and will send the information to the group for review by Monday, February 11, 2019. The survey will be sent to users and directors on Wednesday, February 13, 2019.
