1. Call to order and introductions via Uberconference – brought by Steve Strohl shortly after 1 pm.
2. Adoption of the agenda – motioned by Tom Peters; seconded by Corrie Hutchinson.  Unanimous approval.
3. Approval of minutes from our first meeting, November 19th, 2015– motioned by Melissa Hopkins; seconded by Tom Peters.  Unanimous approval.  
4. Information Items of general concern by Steve Strohl:
a. Marketplace Updates:

i. Innovative has a new CEO as of 1/29/2016.  MOBIUS has been introduced; Donna will be meeting with the new CEO (along with the other Missouri MOBIUS Directors who are going out to San Diego) next week.  
ii. Sierra 2.2 is scheduled to be released on 2/17 – this should have full Sierra Web Circulation functionality.

1. The full Sierra Web is scheduled to be released in Q3 of 2016.

(Note:  Renee Brummett from Springfield-Greene County commented that they have Sierra 2.1 but the lack of complete functionality in the initial release of Sierra Web should not compel a library to move to 2.1 for that alone; more should be coming with 2.2 later this month.)

iii. Everyone should have access to Sierra Mobile Worklists on iOS.  Android is coming later this year.
iv. General comment about the concerns from EBSCO regarding the ProQuest acquisition of Ex-Libris & what this means for the marketplace.
v. One of our keynotes at the MOBIUS conference will be VP John Richardson from Zepheria to talk about Linked Data, what it means & what you should be planning on in the future.
5. New Business:
a. Steve Strohl indicated that he will create a Google Doc that will allow the members of the Committee to post questions that we will refine as part of our survey.
b. Tom Peters indicated that this is the first step in the information gathering process.  Tom advocated for a contingent response survey.
c. The consensus of the group for this initial survey is that it will be high-level:  “What folks like, dislike, and functionality needed going forward.”  We want to make this open-ended and get more of a narrative this round so we can then pursue a course of inquiry going forward.

d. The consensus of the group is that we want to keep the survey (at least the first one) short, focused, and on-point.  

e. We agreed that this should be a named survey – we need to know who is filling out the surveys and what departments that they work in; the results will be kept confidential.

f. Katie Marney suggested a “Tiered Approach” survey – “What is it that we really want to know?”  We want to see where this takes us.
g. Our goal is to have something we can mention at the Membership Meeting on Friday, March 11th and then have the actual survey go out after that.
6. Adjourn Meeting – Tom Peters made a motion to adjourn the meeting & Renee Brumett seconded it; the meeting adjourned at 1:45 pm.
