1. Call to order and introductions
a. The meeting was called to order promptly at 12:00pm.

b. The attending members each introduced themselves and provided brief information on their backgrounds. 

c. Beth briefly introduced the committee members who did not attend. 
2. Adoption of the agenda 

a. Phyllis moved to adopt the agenda and Robert seconded. The agenda was adopted without changes. 
3. Approval of minutes 
a. Phyllis moved to adopt the minutes from the committee’s last meeting and Chris seconded. The minutes were adopted without changes. 

4. Information Items
a. Christina briefly described the different mailing lists associated with the committee and methods of communication. 
5. Unfinished Business 
a. E-Resources Policy – the draft is complete and was accepted by the last committee. Christina will take care of getting this to the Board for approval at their next meeting. 
6. New Business 
a. Streaming Video, particularly feature films – Several feature film vendors were discussed including Freegal, Kanopy, and the new feature films collection from Films on Demand. Many committee members expressed that they find resources from Films on Demand to be useful in their libraries. Christina let the group know that MOBIUS will be offering a discount on the new FOD collection though their current relationship with FOD. The group would like to explore consortia pricing models from Kanopy based on the recommendation of Chris Vaughn at William Jewell. Beth agreed to find more information on Freegal and Christina will look into pricing from Kanopy.

b. PDA (patron driven acquisitions) EBooks – There was much discussion about PDA and some of the issues surrounding it, including cost barriers and issues with funding being used too quickly. Most committee members do not see this as a priority for their libraries and wondered whether other MOBIUS libraries have PDA programs. There was some discussion of an EBA model that had recently been implemented at another consortium. The group decided to focus on other resources at this time and look into PDA at a later date.
c. Nursing Resources – There was much discussion of what MOBIUS currently offers in the area of nursing and how we might be able to improve. Many members have existing successful nursing programs and others are opening new nursing programs. Ethan mentioned that CINAHL is generally sufficient for accreditation, but there are other resources that are useful such as anatomy tools. The group has decided to look into resources from Cochran and OVID. Christina will send out information from a previous MOBIUS offer for Gale Interactive Anatomy for the group to evaluate, and determine if it should be looked into again.  
d. Next Meeting – The group will plan to meet again at the end of October. 
7. Adjourn Meeting – Ethan moved to adjourn the meeting and Phyllis seconded. The meeting was adjourned at 12:30pm
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
