I The meeting was called to order at 10:35AM by Richard Coughlin. He introduced two
new members, Cynthia Dudenhoffer from Central Methodist University and Hugh Stocks

from William Jewell College.

Il. Richard Coughlin asked for additions and/or deletions to the agenda. None were made.
Cathye Dierberg made the motion to adopt the agenda, the motion was seconded by Julia

Schneider and the motion was approved.

Il The minutes from the last council meeting were unavailable.

V. Executive Directors Report — Beth Fisher. Beth Fisher introduced the MOBIUS staff
members to the Council. There was a short discussion on WEBPAC PRO. MOBIUS has
recently bought new hardware for the servers which Innovative loaded. The server
migration took only 4 hours. A grant has been submitted for Agency software. If approved
the implementation will be immediate. Beth Fisher discussed the Union catalog. She
would like to have monthly meetings with Innovative and develop a close working
relationship with them. Innovative commented that MOBIUS has a good helpdesk. Mark
Warenbrock has spent several months reviewing the invoice for the delivery service. He
has saved MOBIUS approximately $8,000 related to incorrect charges. A review of the

office utilizing the SWAT process was recently completed. The results focused on the
strengths and weaknesses of MOBIUS. All open calls were reviewed and presented to
Innovative. To date many have been resolved. The libraries had small changes to
WEBPAC. WEBPAC clusters have been divided among the staff. The MOBIUS office is
making changes on the website at the request of the libraries. MOBIUS is still using old
hardware and software which crashes frequently. MOBIUS is looking at new software
plus three additional areas; the public face, a member log-in and intranet. MOBIUS is
offering weekly training for staff in various areas. The MOBIUS staff members are re-
committing to being liaisons to advisory committees as a resource person. If help is
needed from the libraries please direct inquiries to the helpdesk. Beth Fisher reiterated the
distinction of LSO versus MOBIUS. LSO is here to serve the University and MOBIUS is
here to serve the library member institutions. Beth Fisher is continuing to make site visits
to all the libraries within MOBIUS. The annual conference this year will be June 5-7 at
Tan-Tar-A resort at Lake of the Ozarks. MOBIUS has established a task force on the
website and a task force on the financial plan. MOBIUS needs to become more informed
on legislative and budget issues. MOBIUS needs to build a reserve of knowledge and
financial resources. Beth Fisher has been meeting with UM and Statewide officials to
discuss MOBIUS.

Department of Higher Education Report — Jeremy Kintzel was introduced. He gave a brief
update on higher education issues. The Department of Higher Education is interested in
developing relationships with others around the state and view themselves as helping to
provide connections to other agencies.

A presentation was made by Ronnie Storey-Ewoldt, Innovative Interfaces, regarding
Encore software.

A presentation was made by Joni Blake, Stephens College, regarding her research and
findings on MOBIUS presented in her dissertation.

Budget Overview — Beth Fisher. Beth Fisher reviewed the FY2007 and FY2008 budget for
MOBIUS. Copies of the budget were distributed.

A presentation was made by Gary Harris, MOBIUS Consortium Office, on Agency
software and what enhancements that software would bring to MOBIUS.

Brief reports were given by Bill Mitchell, MOREnet and Tracy Byerly, MLNC. Bill
Mitchell - MOREnet did not receive any increases in the FY08 appropriations. MOREnet
is increasing the backbone of their infrastructure. Tracy Byerly — MLNC membership was
discussed in addition to upcoming workshops that MLNC is sponsoring. The MLNC
board is working on strategic planning.

Advisory Reports. Mark Wahrenbrock on the MOBIUS Access Advisory Committee —
Approximately 1,500 new bags will be distributed to the libraries immediately. MOBIUS
will be purchasing an additional 2,000 new bags later this spring. Felicity Dykas and Gayla
McHenry on the MOBIUS Annual Conference Planning Advisory Committee — The
committee is working on the annual conference. The conference will be held June 5-7 at
Tan-Tar-A at Lake of the Ozarks. The theme this year is MOBIUS 2.0: Designing Our
Future. Jim Dutton, MOBIUS Catalog Design Advisory Committee — The committee
reviewed and made changes to its pages on the MOBIUS website. They had a virtual
meeting in November and will continue to meet via this method. A task force was formed
to write an RFP for the quarterly authority control processing. Anne Barker on MOBIUS
Collection Management Advisory Group — A grant has been received to provide access to
the OCLC collection. Kathy Schlump on MOBIUS Coordinators Advisory Group — This
group is moving forward on a survey of all library software and learning resources. They
are also discussing the lending of non-returnable and non-printable resources in addition to
the IUG enhancement process and how to best utilize it. Rhonda Whithaus on MOBIUS





Electronic Resources Advisory Committee — This committee is responsible for a database
cafeteria program.

XIl.  Brief cluster reports were given by Archway, Arthur and Merlin.

The MOBIUS Executive Committee held its meeting on Friday, May 4, 2007, at the MOREnet building in Columbia. The
agenda was adopted and the minutes of the March 2, 2007 meeting were approved.

Executive Director’s Report

MCO and Il want to move forward with implementation of the Agency project which has been funded by a grant from the
Missouri State Library. Questions have arisen about the number of Agency codes for some institutions and the impact on
funding for the project. Summer 2007 is the ideal time for implementation and this project will be discussed at the June 5
Council meeting.

General items: MCO renovations have been done. Beth Fisher has visited 52 MOBIUS libraries and has observed many
changes; a number of directors are retiring and new ones are coming on board. Libraries have expressed interest in central
storage, preservation, digitization, grants, etc. Annual conference planning is proceeding, there are over 250 registrants, 35
for training, student assistants are helping out. MCO is seeking a practicum student to assist at the Help Desk; there are
plans to create a knowledge base. Training programs are under development and a catalog will be available at the Annual
Conference. The Executive Committee approved the job description and recruitment of an Information Resources Manager
to fill the current vacant position at MCO. This position will be responsible for licensing, assessment, collection analysis;
the position will be discussed at the June 5" Council meeting.

Beth Fisher distributed a calendar for major MOBIUS activities and budget deadlines for 2007-2008; this will be
distributed at Council. It is expected that MOBIUS will have approximately $400,000 in reserves on June 30, 2007.

Beth Fisher distributed a proposal for state funding of Encore and other Il products. A final proposal is due to the
University of Missouri by July 13"; it was noted that MOBIUS should consider the WorldCat Local product before
proceeding with a budget request to the state. A strategy for making a proposal and a review of products will take place at
the June 5™ Council meeting. A special meeting of Council may need to take place later in June to decide whether
MOBIUS should proceed with a funding request to the state for FY 2009 and what the nature of that request should be.
The delivery service has now been set up as a cost center in the budget. Non-MOBIUS libraries have expressed interest in
using the MOBIUS delivery service, discussion followed as to how this fits with services offered by Get Connected and the
desire for a future statewide delivery system. Delivery services will be discussed at the June 5™ Council meeting.
University of Missouri has made a request that MOBIUS systems not use Social Security Numbers for identification and
Beth Fisher will work with libraries to plan the necessary changes.

MOBIUS - University of Missouri Relationship

Dr. Stephen Lehmkuhle, Senior Vice President for Academic Affairs, and Dr. Gary Allen, UM Vice President of
Information Technology met with the Executive Committee to discuss the MOBIUS — University of Missouri relationship.
Lehmkuhle and Allen reviewed the history of the relationship and expressed their and UM’s support for MOBIIUS; they
believe that MOBIUS services assist schools in fulfilling their academic missions; they meet with Beth Fisher monthly and
other times as needed. UM partners with MOBIUS as its host institution, however Lehmkuhle and Allen encouraged
MOBIUS to continue to strengthen its separate identity in a way that MOREnet has done. Lehmkuhle and Allen believe
that strategic planning is important to the future of MOBIUS, with issues of storage, institutional repositories, and copyright
of critical importance. Discussion ensued about how MOBIUS can partner with P-20 initiatives of the CBHE and how
public libraries can become involved with resource sharing with MOBIUS; Lehmkuhle noted that state funding is hard to
get, but that initiatives like these could help.

Executive Session (1:15-1:55 p.m.)

Nominating Committee Report

Bob Frizzell chaired a Nominating Committee of himself, VValerie Darst and Stephanie Tolson. Bob presented a slate of
officers which will be sent to Council immediately following this meeting. It was suggested that in the future the
Nominating Committee should solicit from Council names of people who may be interested in serving and running for
office, the Executive Committee agreed that this procedure should be followed. Brief discussion on
advantage/disadvantage of having more than one candidate for offices for the elections. Issue of how a representative of
the Missouri State Library might get elected to the Executive Committee was discussed. After consultation with the
Committee, Richard Coughlin appointed Stephanie Tolson to serve the remainder of Tesuk Im’s term on the Executive
Committee. The Committee thanks Tesuk for her service to MOBIUS and wishes her well in her retirement.

MOBIUS Long Rang Plan
Beth Fisher distributed an update to the Long Range Plan action plan which will be discussed with Council at the earliest
opportunity.





Reports

MOREnet — Bill Mitchell reported that MOREnet had a good legislative session and will receive a recurring increase
of $2.5 million over core funding, this will come from lottery proceeds. The Next Generation Network (NGN) project
is designed to handle the 40% annual growth rate that the network is experiencing; the RFP for this project will be
issued in May. To handle large bandwidth requirements in the future, MOREnet will have to build local and regional
infrastructure.

Department of Higher Education — Jeremy Kintzel reported that CBHE expects the proposed 4.2% increase for higher
education to be passed; the fact that higher education institutions were unanimous in their agreement on funding was
much appreciated by the Governor’s Office. MOHELA discussions continuing. Paul Wagoner will be appointed soon
as the new Deputy Commissioner of Higher Education.

Missouri State Library — Margaret Conroy reported on National Library Legislative Day that was held in Washington,
D.C.; she lobbied legislative aides to Missouri senators and representatives on issues such as: access to orphan works;
open access to Congressional Research Service research; broadband deployment; preserving federal libraries; net
neutrality; LSTA; ALA opposition to Real ID; No Child Left Behind and the impact of qualified media specialists in
school libraries. Margaret expressed the need to have more academic libraries attend this event — perhaps this could be
a MOBIUS initiative. She reported on Missouri legislative activity on library matters. The town meetings conducted
by the State Librarian have concluded and the many needs and ideas that were expressed will be included in the new
five-year plan that should be available by the end of May.

Missouri Library Network Corporation (MLNC) — Tracy Byerly submitted a written report. Check out the MLNC
website for upcoming workshops and the next Speakers Series event which is July 18" in St. Louis; and the link to
listen to interviews with MLNC founders. Update on goals of and progress on OCLC’s WorldCat web presence.

Advisory Committee Reports

MAAC — Chair Matt Wier submitted a draft of revisions to the MOBIUS Lost Book Policy; when this is completed it
will be reviewed again by the Executive Committee and Council for approval, then distributed to clusters with a
request for them to review their policies to see that they comply, it is expected that the SWAN issue on this matter will
be addressed at that time.

MACPAC - Chair Felicity Dykas submitted a written report, provided information on the 2007 conference and sought
the approval of the Executive Committee for plans for the 2008 conference, approval and thanks were given.

MCDAC — Written report was submitted by chair Stephen Wynn. The committee has been discussing quality control
issues in the catalog, as well as records for resources in the MOSL Digital Archives. Also working on expanding the
language limits available in the MOBIUS catalog and improving its interaction with EndNote software. A
subcommittee has completed an RFP for authority control.

MCMAC - A written report was submitted by Lynn Cline. A survey has been developed to solicit feedback from
members on the first year of the MOBIUS statewide purchasing plan through YBP. The working group for the OCLC
Collection Analysis Project has completed a draft of the regional analysis report.

MCAG Software Survey — Report to Executive Committee

In Fall 2006, MCAG conducted an online survey investigating IIT and non-III software
products in use at MOBIUS libraries. We intended to use the survey data for several
purposes. First, we planned to create a table listing software in use at MOBIUS libraries,
so that libraries considering purchasing or using new software products will have a list of
colleagues who can be consulted. Next, we thought our questions about what software
MOBIUS libraries would like to use or to collaborate on purchasing might help provide
direction for future MCAG projects and might be of interest to MCO or the Executive
Committee. In addition, we anticipated that questions asking why libraries are not using
products might reveal barriers to adoption that MCO or MCAG might be able to help
eliminate. Finally, since MCAG has been extensively discussing ways to promote IUG
membership and to coordinate voting on IUG enhancements, we included a question
about whether libraries are IUG members and are aware of the benefits of IUG
membership.

The survey was distributed to the site coordinator at each MOBIUS library. Forty-two
responses were received.

Results — IIT Software

Nearly all of the MOBIUS libraries use the base Millennium modules—100% of the
responding libraries use Millennium Cataloging and Circulation; approximately 83% use
Millennium Acquisitions, and approximately 95% use Millennium Serials. Most of those
that do not use Acquisitions and Serials indicated that they have a small number of orders
or periodicals, or that they do not have enough staff or time to implement the modules. A
couple of libraries are required to use other accounting systems or procedures for
acquisitions, and two are simply happy with their current workflow. A reason that one
library does not use Millennium Acquisitions is that its users would want the books to
arrive even more quickly if order records appeared in the catalog. (This appears to be a
training issue, since order records can be suppressed in the catalog.)

We also polled libraries on whether they use some of the other III packages and features
already purchased by MOBIUS. Thirty-eight respondents answered this question;
results, from most-used to least-used packages, were:

Millennium Serials: Holdings statements (LIB HAS statements) (34 libraries)
Millennium Circulation: Reserves feature (32 libraries)

Web Management Reports (27 libraries)

MyMillennium (Reading History, Preferred Searches, etc.) (18 libraries)
Millennium Acquisitions: Online ordering (17 libraries)

Millennium Circulation: Receipt printers (15 libraries)

Millennium Serials: E-Claiming (13 libraries)

Millennium Materials Booking (12 libraries)

Millennium Cataloging: Spine label printing (8 libraries)

Electronic Reserves (7 libraries)





Millennium Circulation: Offline circulation (6 libraries)
Millennium Inventory (6 libraries)

Millennium Media Management (3 libraries)
Millennium ILL (1 library)

Other (1 library) (Product used is ERM)

When asked to comment on the advantages or disadvantages of these packages and
features, respondents commented that they find many of them useful, including serials
holdings statements, web reports, and materials booking. Problems were mentioned with
some of the products, including: inventory (problems if libraries intershelve multiple
location codes); offline circulation (cumbersome to use), MyMillennim (defaults to
cluster catalog after logout; Reading History does not include INNReach transactions),
and spine labels. One library purchased E-Reserves and ILL products from other
vendors, because the Il products did not have they features they needed. Another
respondent did not realize how many products his/her library was not using, and felt more
training might help.

Responses about use of telnet indicated that libraries are using Millennium for most
features when possible, but still use telnet when features are not available, or when tasks
are easier to do in telnet.

Next we asked about III add-on packages that involve additional costs. Of the eighteen
libraries that responded, eleven use a handheld scanner for count-use or inventory, three
use WebBridge, and one or two each are using Bursar In/Out, ERM (Electronic Resource
Management), Self-check, WAM (Web Access Management), and Patron API. None
reported using AirPac or MetaFind.

Comments on the IIT add-on packages included: using the handheld scanner for
inventory is quick, but books have to be in order first, the reports are not very helpful,
there are too many steps to the whole process, the wand is not as good as a regular
barcode reader, and the Percon handheld required a lot of care; the self-check does not
work with 3M security strips and requires a lot of care; Bursar In/Out is the only way to
export fines; WebBridge setup is complicated. One respondent commented that in
general the add-on features are too expensive.

Results—Other Library Software

We also asked what vendors libraries are using for some non-III library-related software.
Results for this question are attached.

Libraries were asked if they are using any of the products discussed in the survey in non-
traditional ways. One library uses Create Lists for daily check-in of serials; this makes it
easier to find the library’s serial records when there are several similar records. Another
library adds special subject headings and notes to make retrieval of A/V materials easier.
One library puts its new books shelf into course reserves, and another tracks ILL books
using a pool of dummy records. One library circulates shop tools and media equipment.





We also asked if there are products the library would like to use but does not, and what
the library would need in order to use them. Four respondents mentioned federated
searching, and two mentioned content management, WebBridge, ILLIAD, or OpenURL.
Other products receiving one mention each were: URL checker, spine label printing, the
acquisitions module, Encore, RapidILL, ERM, RFID, API, CLIO, the E-Reserves
module, and inventory. Not surprisingly, the greatest barrier to implementation was
financial, followed by time and staffing constraints.

When asked about interest in collaborative purchasing of sofiware, respondents
mentioned the following types of products: federated searching (5 libraries), OpenURL
(3 libraries), and content management (2 libraries). Other products that got one mention
each were: cover art, media images, summaries, author notes, ERM, information literacy
tutorials, media management, bibliographic citation software such as RefWorks or
EndNote, WAM, SpellCheck, and upgrades to (unspecified) existing products.

Other software libraries might be interested in purchasing or using included: Captivate,
Dreamweaver, collaboration sofiware like SharePoint, printing management software like
Anzio, virtual reference, agency, and kiosk software for public PCs.

Results—IUG Membership

Of the 31 respondents who answered the question about TUG membership, 24 libraries
are members, and 7 are not. One of the respondents whose library is not a member was
not aware of some of the benefits of TUG membership.

Future Directions

MCAG has compiled tables indicating which libraries are using:
1. I products already purchased by MOBIUS (except the four base Millennium
modules).
2. Add-on (extra cost) III products not purchased by MOBIUS.
3. Other library software products.

We will ask MCO to post these lists to the MOBIUS web site as resources for the
membership.

MCAG may continue to discuss whether this survey has pointed out any areas it should
consider for its future work. We are also considering redoing the software-in-use portion
of the survey (the three items mentioned above) annually, and updating the lists on the
MOBIUS web site. We may also include the questions about joint purchasing in the
annual survey, results to be submitted to MCO and the Executive Committee.

The
survey is being conducted as a part of the Commiittee’s assessment of the first year of the
Statewide Cooperative Book Purchasing Plan with Yankee Book Peddler (YBP). A
notice regarding the survey was placed on mobius-users-1 and mobius-1. The survey
closes on 15 June, and we will be reminding attendees of the survey during MCMAC
related sessions at the MOBIUS Conference.

Three MCMAC related sessions will occur at the conference — a presentation of the
OCLC Collection Analysis Report by Liz McDonald and Anne Barker with Deb
Ehrstein; a panel session at the MOBIUS Conference on the first-year experience; and a
vendor presentation by YBP. In addition a post session is scheduled on the use of YBP’s
GOBI database.

The 24 July meeting agenda will include the Committee will review the book purchasing
plan survey and continue discussion of results form the OCLC Collection Analysis

Project.

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MOBIUS COOPERATING PARTNERS

MOBIUS is a consortium of accredited Missouri institutions of higher education
and the Missouri State Library. According to the Memorandum of Understanding that
created the Consortium, “college and university members are generally defined as public
and not-for-profit independent institutions of higher education accredited (or advanced to
candidacy status) by the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools.” (MOU
Section 1.5).

While the official position of the MOBIUS Council is that membership will be
limited to Missouri academic libraries as defined above, the MOBIUS Consortium is also
interested in pursuing cooperative relationships with libraries in other sectors and/or
geographical regions. In particular, the Consortium is interested in developing working
resource sharing relationships with non-academic libraries where it is determined that
there will be mutual benefit for both parties in making such arrangements.

Accordingly, the MOBIUS Consortium has developed a status called MOBIUS
Cooperating Partner to define relationships with non-academic libraries who do not
satisfy the criteria for being voting members of the MOBIUS Council but are willing to
cooperate in resource sharing arrangements under defined conditions. Those conditions
are laid out in the paragraphs that follow.

Governance

e The Cooperating Partner (hereafter CP) will not be a voting member of the MOBIUS
Council nor be eligible for positions on the MOBIUS Executive Committee.

e The CP may send a representative to meetings of the MOBIUS Council with nonvoting
observer status.

e The CP may have voting membership on the Access Advisory Committee and the
Catalog Design Committee. These are the MOBIUS committees that generally deal
with issues relating to the shared MOBIUS catalog (INN-Reach) and resource sharing
arrangements.

o A CP may be a single library, a library system with branches, or a group of libraries
sharing a Millennium server. Each CP may send representatives to the meetings of the
MOBIUS Council, the Access Advisory Committee, and the Catalog Design
Committee as defined in the previous paragraphs.

o The MOBIUS Council must approve each CP relationship.
e The MOBIUS Executive Director will report to Council annually concerning the

performance of this document and the progress of any CP relationships formed
hereunder.
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Hardware, Software, and Resource Sharing Arrangements

e The CP will acquire and manage a Millennium server from Innovative Interfaces, Inc.
as its library management system. The CP may also contract with MOBIUS to manage its
Millennium server from the MOBIUS server farm in Columbia.

e The CP will purchase INN-Reach software to install on its own Millennium server.

o The CP will purchase and install the Consortial Statistical Package for extracting
MOBIUS use statistics.

¢ The CP will underwrite the costs of being included in the courier system managed by
MOBIUS.

Operational Issues

o A CP will function as a separate cluster whose records will be loaded into the
INN-Reach catalog in the same way as the records of other participants, becoming
either master bibliographic records or item records as circumstances dictate.

o Authorized borrowers on the CP side will be persons who have borrowing privileges
with that library or consortium. The CP will make its own decisions as to whether any
categories of its own patrons (P-types) should be blocked from borrowing.

o CP patrons will be authenticated by INN-Reach for purposes of borrowing, renewing,
and checking their own record using the names and barcode or other numbers that
identify patrons in the CP database.

o The Visiting Patron option will not be activated for CP patrons, who will do all
borrowing via the electronic request function and courier service provided by
MOBIUS.

e The CP will assume responsibility for collecting for lost books and reimbursing
lending libraries following the policies and procedures already established in
MOBIUS.

e The CP will make its own decisions on which materials and/or formats it chooses to
lend and will make appropriate adjustments in its tables and cataloging records in
order to enforce its own lending decisions. The CP will observe already established
lending periods used in MOBIUS.

e The CP will set their borrowing limits in MOBIUS as long as these limits do not
exceed the MOBIUS standard.

o The CP will specify which pickup point(s) it wants included in the INN-Reach request
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form. If a CP has branches within its system, it will use an internal courier system to
move MOBIUS books to the pickup points selected by its patrons.

¢ In a Display Holdings screen in the INN-Reach catalog, the CP will appear as another
cluster. Member libraries or branch libraries, if they exist, will be separately listed as
hot links to permit identification by name.

o The CP will use the MCO Help Desk only to deal with issues relating to INN-Reach.

e The CP will accept all policies, procedures, and cataloging/authority standards
currently in force regulating INN-Reach activity in the consortium.

o (P staff will be provided with password access to the MCO Web site for purposes of
staying current with policies and procedures related to INN-Reach activities.

e When an agreement is signed between MOBIUS and a CP, the MCO will provide
staff to work with CP staff to do all needed profiling. Operational details will be
worked out during that process.

e If an agreement is signed between MOBIUS and a CP, the latter agrees to pay an
annual fee to MCO for services rendered in maintaining the INN-Reach catalog,
assisting with initial profiling of CP records, providing ongoing assistance through
the MCO Help Desk, and other services provided by MCO.

¢ On the MOBIUS members screen (MOBIUS Union Catalog), CPs will be listed as
Cooperating Partners rather than as MOBIUS Members.

l. PURPOSE AND CRITERIA FOR INCLUSION IN REQUEST

The MOBIUS Consortium Office was founded in 1998 with its primary mission to develop and manage a single statewide library
system available for use by all higher education institutions, both public and private institutions, and 2 year and 4 year institutions.
This system is known as the Common Library Platform (CLP).

At its initiation the CLP allowed 50 of the state’s public and private academic institutions to combine their library catalogs into one
catalog containing 10 million items. Over the past 9 years this union catalog has grown to include over 20 million items from 62
institutions serving over 750,000 people from the higher education community and the state’s populace.

The CLP creates a virtual collection of the more than 20 million items contained in the libraries of MOBIUS member institutions and
creates a single user interface that allows patrons to request library materials using any personal computer in any location with access
to the Internet. The MOBIUS Consortium Office also contracts for a delivery courier service to move library materials between
member libraries; negotiates and manages contracts for electronic full text journals and books, electronic databases, and print
materials. MOBIUS is supported entirely by member fees.

Millennium, the software used to run the Common Library Platform, is proprietary software developed by Innovative Interface Inc.
As library users have become more conversant with the Internet they expect to find information more easily. Innovative has
developed next generation library software which provides for improved Internet search capabilities, social networking, and the ability
to customize interfaces to a richer array of content.





1. DESCRIPTION

The request is for the purchase, implementation, and maintenance of Encore, software which can be overlaid on the CLP to allow
users to more easily locate and acquire resources owned by the MOBIUS Consortium member institutions. A 6 minute YouTube
video on Encore, produced by Innovative Interfaces Inc., can be viewed at http://www.youtube.com/watch?v=Qj tMDbCs9M. In addition to
displaying materials located in the CLP it will also display other electronic resources which have been purchased by libraries.

EVALUATION OF OUTCOMES

MOBIUS started with 50 libraries and have increased to 62 libraries. This cooperative program has widespread support from
all member institutions and is a good investment in the future of higher education and the citizenry of Missouri. Missouri

public and research libraries have approached MOBIUS for consideration of membership within the consortium.

Due to interruptions in MOBIUS operations during the past 2 years we are in the process of putting together metrics to refine

use of the services, impact on local communities and academic institutions.
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MOBIUS POLICY ON ADMISSION OF NEW MEMBERS

Academic institutions wishing to be admitted to MOBIUS must sign a letter of intent
directed to the Executive Director of MOBIUS. The application is reviewed by the MOBIUS
Executive Committee and submitted to the MOBIUS Council for consideration of
membership. If an institution’s application for membership is approved by the MOBIUS
Council, implementation of the institution in the Common Library Platform will be
scheduled in consultation with that institution.

Institutions accepted for MOBIUS membership are responsible for the direct costs
associated with their addition to the consortium, including Il costs and data conversion
costs. Current estimates for these costs will be determined by the MOBIUS Consortium
Office. Costs within the institution for desktop computer upgrades, network
implementation and upgrades, barcoding, and retrospective conversion are the
responsibility of the institution.

An additional one-time fee will be assessed each new member to cover indirect costs
associated with incorporating the institution into the Common Library Platform such as
training time and other services provided by the MOBIUS Consortium Office.

Each new member accepted must also meet normal membership expectations as outlined
in other MOBIUS documents. Examples of these expectations include adherence to
cataloging standards, maintaining library collections, contributing to the growth of the
shared resources within the consortium, providing authority control for cataloging records,
and complying with all policies and procedures applicable to consortium members.

Cluster affiliations for participation in MOBIUS will be recommended to the MOBIUS
Council by Executive Committee with advice/guidance of the member representatives of
affected clusters. Issues considered would include size of the cluster, geographic
locations, and missions of institutions.

The annual membership fee during the first year of membership will be prorated based on
the month the membership becomes active.

Other categories of membership in the MOBIUS Consortium are Cooperating Partners
and MOBIUS Affiliates outlined elsewhere.

Agency:

The Agency Project is a project to move the libraries on MOBIUS maintained servers from the
Institution (Cluster) INN-Reach Model to the Agency INN-Reach Model. This will allow the libraries
on the servers to be identified as belonging to an agency rather than a cluster.

Progress Report:

The Missouri State Library has awarded a Library Services and Technology Act grant to the MOBIUS
Consortium Office for the purchase and implementation of Agency. Requisition documentation has
been forwarded to the University of Missouri Procurement Office to purchase this software and
installation services from Innovative Interfaces Inc. MCO is ready to begin the implementation of
Agency.

A quote from Il dated March 16, 2006 details the number of Agencies as follows:

e The MOBIUS Clusters, other than MERLIN, will receive one Agency “for each library licensed
for INN-Reach.”

e The MERLIN Cluster will receive one Agency per campus (4), plus one Agency for each law
school (2).

There are two parts to the conversion:

e The MOBI server needs to be updated with additional information about the agencies. The
pricing for this is done on a per job/run basis @ $2500 per run.

e Each server that will contain agencies needs current outstanding INN-Reach circ transactions
converted to reflect agencies. There are 10 servers that require conversion for a cost of
$40,000.

The total cost of the conversion is $42,500 if all conversions are done at the same time. These are
one time service fees and are not subject to a maintenance increment. Requests for additional
agency codes will be considered during FY2008 after Agency has been implemented.

Note that once a cluster has been converted, if additional libraries join the cluster, they will
automatically be added as an agency and no conversion is needed. Their license for an additional
library will include the agency software.

A list of agencies covered in the grant and quote is at the end of this document. St. Louis University,
Springfield-Greene County Library, and Missouri River Regional Library are already agency sites and
not covered in the quote. Washington University is also not covered in the quote and is not planning
on converting to the Agency Model.

Currently:
Cluster and INN-Reach holds on an item can be transferred from one library within the cluster to
another library within the same cluster.

With Agency:

Cluster holds can still be transferred from one library within the cluster to another library within the
same cluster. INN-Reach holds cannot be transferred between agencies. When a library cannot fill
an INN-Reach request, the library will cancel the hold and INN-Reach will automatically reassign the
request to another MOBIUS Agency.

INN-Reach hold fulfillment

Currently:

INN-Reach first checks the patron’s own cluster for hold fulfillment. If an item is available in the
patron’s own cluster, the hold becomes a cluster hold. If an item is not available at the patron’s own
cluster, INN-Reach places the hold based on available items in MOBIUS and the request balancing
table.

With Agency:

INN-Reach will first check the patron’s own Agency for hold fulfillment. If an item is available at the
patron’s own Agency, the hold will become a local hold. If an item is not available at the patron’s own
Agency, INN-Reach will not automatically check the patron’s home cluster next: the hold will be
placed based on available items within MOBIUS as a whole and the request balancing table.

Display of electronic resource links in the MOBIUS Union Catalog

Currently:

The current practice of MOBIUS libraries for electronic resources is to place an 856 field in the bib
record for each holding library. The Library column in MOBIUS displays the cluster name (see the
last three lines in the screen shot, below).
