Purpose

The MOBIUS Student Paper Competition offers MLS graduate students an opportunity to
practice and improve both written and verbal communication skills. Throughout a librarian's
career, s/he will be constantly called upon to communicate ideas to others. Researching, writing,
and presenting a paper provides a student with invaluable early experience in expressing ideas
related to the profession.

Eligibility
1. The entrant must be a graduate student at an ALA accredited library school.
2. An entrant may collaborate writing a paper with additional students, all who must meet
the above criteria. However one student must be designated as the primary author and, if
chosen as the finalist, will present the paper at the annual conference.

Number of Entries
1. Each student may submit up to two entries on substantially different topics.
2. The finalist shall have thirty (30) minutes allotted for the oral presentation and fifteen
(15) minutes for questions from the audience.
3. The finalist must attend the Conference and present his or her paper in the regular
conference program, no substitutes will be permitted

Subject Matter
1. The conference theme is MOBIUS 2.0; Designing our Future.
2. The primary audience is composed of academic librarians and paraprofessionals.
3. Papers may be written on one or more of the following tracks:
Administration
Acquisitions
Cataloging
Circulation
Collection Management
Digitization
Instruction
Interlibrary Loan
Periodicals
Reference
Special Collections
1. Technical Service
m. Technology
4. The audience level should be designated as one of the following:
a. A = Awareness sessions provide basic information on a topic
b. SB = Skill building sessions go beyond awareness to develop skills of participants
on a topic
c. DU = Deeper understanding sessions offer in-depth and advanced information on
a topic
5. Papers should cover technical, management, or societal aspects related to the areas with
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which the author is familiar, either from courses, summer work, or other similar
experiences.

Manuscript guidelines

1. All papers must be typewritten, double spaced on one side only of eight and one- half by
eleven inch paper.

2. The pages of the paper must be numbered consecutively. The Introduction, Body,
Conclusion, Tables, and Diagrams may not exceed 10 pages while the above sections
with the Appendices may not exceed 15 pages.

3. The contents of paper shall be organized as follows:

a .Removable cover page (The judges must handle the papers without knowledge of the
identity of the author or their school. The title, name of the author, school name, and their
current address must be shown on a cover page which can be removed. No identifying
information shall be placed on the other pages of the paper.)
b. Title Page
c. Abstract or summary page (no longer than 100 words)
d. Introduction describing background, purpose and scope
e. Discussion that provides a technical description with analysis support
f. Conclusion
g. [llustrations
h. References

The Review Process
Entries will be judged on technical merit, structure (abstract, introduction, methods, analysis,
results, conclusion and references), clarity of composition and originality.

The Finalist

The finalist will receive complimentary conference registration, social function tickets, and hotel
accommodations for up to two nights; but must pay their own transportation and meal costs. The
finalist must attend the Conference and present their paper in the regular conference program -
no substitutes will be permitted.

The MOBIUS Executive Committec held its meeting on Friday, January 5" from 10 a.m. to 3:15 p.m. in the
MORERnet building in Columbia.

An Executive Session was added to the agenda.
Approval of the minutes of the November 17" meeting was deferred until corrections are made.

Executive Director’s Report

The MOBIUS Consortium Office (MCO)will begin inquiries this month about when clusters wish to turn on
WebPacPro. MCO hopes to receive a grant for Agency software and should have a decision soon; an
information session at the January Council meeting will cover issues involved in implementation.

Washington University and University Missouri Columbia libraries have inquired about the possibility of having
MOBIUS be a member of the Center for Research Libraries (CRL) and having CRL records in the MOBIUS
catalog. MCO will explore fees and requirements. CRL requests five years of acquisitions budgets from
MOBIUS libraries in order to quote a fee. CRL has many unique collections that have experienced greater use
in the last few years due to increased cataloging; CRL is interested in increasing digitization of collections with
the goal of desktop delivery. A ten member Task Force on the Financial Plan with Beth Fisher as chair was
approved. A nine member Task Force on the Website with M.J. Poehler as chair was approved. A question on
the membership status of Ranken Technical College arose as a result of its purchase of a new library system;
Beth Fisher will contact and discuss the issuc with the College’s library director. Beth Fisher will visit seven
libraries in the Kansas City area next week.

FY 07 Budget

MCO is caught up on review of all invoices and the University of Missouri will pay the $9,000 cost for this
work. $900,000+ Innovative Interfaces, Inc. (II) invoice has been received. One thousand bags to be shipped to
MOBIUS from vendor on January 19%. A request for proposal for 2,000 new high quality bags is being
developed. Development on a request for proposal for authority records processing will begin this month. Beth
Fisher and staff will begin work with ITI on a new maintenance contract, current arrangement is year-to-year
renewal.

FY 08 Budget

Beth Fisher distributed a detailed FY 08 budget proposal and reviewed all operating income and expenses. She
also reviewed costs/expenses for delivery stops. The Committee briefly discussed the appropriate level of
budget reserves that MOBIUS may need. Before approving the FY 08 budget, the Executive Committee went
into Executive Session from 11:55 to 12:15 to discuss personnel related issues. The Executive Committee
approved a budget of $2,640,000 for FY 08.

Presentation by Joni Blake

Joni Blake, Library Director at Stephens College, made a presentation and led a discussion on the findings from
her dissertation research on MOBIUS. Her dissertation is entitled, “An Examination of Enterprise Resource
Planning Adoption at a Missouri Academic Library Consortium”. The presentation, among other things,
prompted an interest in re-examining the library profiles that were established when libraries joined MOBIUS.
Joni will make this presentation again at the January 26" Council meeting.

Reports

¢ MOREnet — Executive Director Bill Mitchell reported progress on the Next Generation Network (NGN)
project. Consultants from California have been advising on the project and both the MOREnet Council
and the University of Missouri have approved the project plan. If implemented, the NGN plan will do a
lot to control costs over a 20-year period. It is expected that the NGN will be financed 40% by the
University of Missouri and the remainder by MOREnet, pending MOREnet funding from the General
Assembly. MOREnet is coordinating responses to SB 121. Deadline dates are out for CALEA
requirements and Bill referred institutions to the EDUCASE website for information.

e  Department of Higher Education — Jeremy Kintzel, Research Associate at the department, will represent
the department and new Commissioner, Dr. Robert Stein, on the MOBIUS Executive Committee. Mr.
Kintzel reported that higher education issues such as MOHELA, budgets, and consolidation of need-
based financial aid programs are areas of importance at this time, as well as working on other higher
education issues that may come before the General Assembly.





Missouri State Library — State Librarian Margaret Conroy reported that the State Library has filled
some of its vacant position. The Secretary of State has sent a budget request of $600,000 to the
Governor’s Office for funding of a digitization center in the Secretary’s Office. About 10-12 town hall
meetings will be held throughout the state for strategic planning for the State Library and to gather input
on future uses of LSTA funds. MLA Legislative Day is February 6™ in Jefferson City.

MLNC — Executive Director Tracy Byerly reported that Virtually Missouri is migrating to
CONTENTdm and that libraries in Missouri can receive client software and training on CONTENTdm
through the State Library. NetLibrary is offering a collection of professional library books for $150 for
five years of access. Tracy reviewed selected information and statistics from the OCLC annual report
and noted that OCLC’s non-U.S. revenue has increased from 4% to 22% of revenue over the previous
year. The next event in the MLNC Speaker Series will be in April.

Discussion of Task Forces, Committees and Discussion Groups

Financial Plan and Website task forces have been approved. The Executive Committee approved the formation
of two discussion groups, one for Training moderated by Mark Wahrenbrock, and another for IUG discussions
moderated by Edward Walton (Beth Fisher will contact him). The Executive Committee still needs to take
action on forming a MOBIUS Legislative Committee.

Advisory Committee Reports
Committee chairs did not attend the meeting but submitted written reports which are summarized below.
Committee reports will be included with the minutes of the Executive Committee meeting.

MOBIUS Access Advisory Committee — Along with MCAG, MAAC is gathering data on interest in
lending AV items in INN-Reach. A bags subcommittee has been formed to write a request for
proposal. Now that Millennium Release 2006 has been installed, MAAC is reviewing policies and
procedures.

MOBIUS Annual Conference Planning Advisory Committee — Now that MACPAC is an advisory
committe it is soliciting members from clusters not currently represented. The conference’s name is
changed from MOBIUS Users Conference to MOBIUS Annual Conference. The conference will be
held June 5-7, 2007 at Tan-Tar-A Resort. The opening reception and keynote speaker will be on the
evening of June 5%, Responses to call for papers were reviewed at MACPAC’s January 11" meeting,
Keynote speaker will be Susan Nutter of North Carolina State University. Conference theme will be:
“MOBIUS 2.0: Designing Our Future”, The conference will be open to non-MOBIUS members for a
registration fee of $125. MACPAC has plans to expand the 2008 conference to two days and will
present this plan at the January 26" MOBIUS Council meeting.

MOBIUS Catalog Design Advisory Committee — At its July meeting MCDAC reviewed and made
changes to its website, discussed changes in the Library of Congress’ policies on authority control and
elected Stephen Wynn chair. At its November meeting, discussed adding a limit by location to the
central catalog, a feature which has since been activated; also discussed increasing the number of
language limits in the central catalog and is currently investigating which languages should be added.
MCDAC is creating a subcommittee, expected to convene in January, to write a request for proposal
for authority control processing.

MOBIUS Collection Management Advisory Committee - MCMAC met on November 17® YBP
introductory/training sessions are being held. MCMAC is planning sessions on the cooperative
collection development and WorldCat Collection Analysis projects for the MOBIUS Annual
Conference. Liz MacDonald reported that the first phase of the WorldCat Collection Analysis project is
complete and that written reports and data are available on the MCMAC website. The next phase of the
project will analyze collections by region.

MOBIUS Coordinators Advisory Group — MCAG has not met since the last Executive Committee
meeting but is working with MAAC on gathering information on the prospect of loaning non-print
returnables.

MOBIUS Electronic Resources Advisory Committee - MERC had nothing new to report at this time,
its next meeting is in February.

Committee news

The MOBIUS Executive Committee made this committee a standing committee at its fall 2006 meeting. Our
charge:

The MOBIUS Annual Conference Planning Advisory Committee is responsible for bringing together
MOBIUS members, cooperating partners, and exhibitors to provide learning and professional development
opportunities and to promote cooperation within the MOBIUS community through planning and
implementing an annual conference. The primary emphasis of this conference will be on the library-related
interests of MOBIUS’ member institutions. Committee members should have a good awareness of MOBIUS
programs, be very organized, and accept the time commitment needed to produce a quality conference.

The Committee will be responsible for selecting the conference location, securing speakers, determining
program tracks, and setting up a system for evaluating the effectiveness of the programs. The committee
works with the MOBIUS Consortium Office to secure funding and ensure appropriate conference site
arrangements.

The committee now has a web presence on the MCO website and we are adding representatives from clusters that
were not represented on the committee. Our status as a standing committee will enable us to develop and improve
the conference.

2006 conference (June 2006, Tan-Tar-A)

According to attendee evaluations, the top reasons people attend the MOBIUS conference are the concurrent
sessions and networking opportunities.

Comments in response to the question “What part of the conference was most beneficial?”” included:
+ “The sessions were excellent; almost everyone gave me something to think about.”
» Sessions: “Good topics.” “Information sharing and idea generating.” “Sessions related to job.”
+  “Networking always best, but programs very good this year.”
*  “Opportunity to see and talk with people from other institutions.”

Conference statistics and information:
*  Approximately 300 people attended.

+  We offered 38 concurrent sessions, including 9 by exhibitors.

We will be finalizing the 2007 program and it will be posted on the conference website by mid-February. We will
offer forty concurrent sessions: 22 member presentations, 9 forums, and 9 exhibitor presentations (including an
III session). Five training sessions + a MARCL training session will be offered on June 7.

New this year:

«  We are opening the conference to non-MOBIUS attendees. Registration cost will be $125.00.

+  Share Fair: An opportunity to share and view materials members have developed in two areas:
marketing and public relations material, and training material.

«  Forums: Concurrent sessions with topics but no formal presentations. The forums will give
members a chance to share issues and solutions.

+ Library graduate student paper competition, with a paper presentation at a concurrent session.

»  Lunch table themes/topics to encourage networking and sharing of ideas.

We are fortunate that, once again, we have received an LSTA grant via the Missouri State Library to support and
fund this conference. For members, there is no registration charge for attending the conference. This includes the
reception, general session, concurrent sessions, MOBIUS-sponsored training sessions, and breakfast and lunch on
June 6. Also funded are 150 hotel rooms on June 5th for members. As we further develop and promote the
conference we want to ensure that people from each member institution are able to attend the conference. This
year we are reserving two hotel room spots for each member institution and cooperating partner, to ensure that all
have a chance to take advantage of the funded hotel rooms.

Important dates:
» Feb. 1-28 — Hotel reservations for rooms reserved for member institutions and cooperating partners.
»  March 1 — Open conference and hotel registration to MOBIUS members.
¢ April 1 — Open conference registration to non-MOBIUS persons.
+ May 4 — Close of conference registration and registration for hotel rooms reserved for conference.

The committee has already been planning for the 2008 conference. The committee has chosen a vice chair/chair
elect, Gayla McHenry, to ensure continuity in our planning and to oversee the planning of this conference.

Our work this year indicates the need to expand the conference. We want to include two days of programs, in
addition to the training day. Initial feedback from colleagues indicates interest in this. A tentative schedule is:
» Day 1 — Pre-conference training sessions.
« Day 2 — General session, concurrent sessions, and evening reception with keynote speaker.
« Day 3 — Concurrent sessions.

Our plans include more opportunities for networking (more forums) and learning (more programs and training
sessions, add poster sessions, expanded Share Fair). This conference also offers librarians and library staff
opportunities to develop their skills. Expanding the conference to include more concurrent sessions, adding more
forums, and adding poster sessions are among the ideas we have to serve this need.

Do you think MACPAC is headed in the right direction by adding more opportunities for networking,
training, etc.?
